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Foreword

Commemorating its 110th anniversary this year,
Shochiku has played an important role in the history of
Japanese theater and cinema. It is an interesting coincidence
that it was in December 1895, the same month when a public
presentation of Cinématographe Lumiére was given for the first
time in Paris, when Takejiro Otani became the manager of
Sakai-za theater in Kyoto and thus started the history of
Shochiku. In other words, Shochiku came into being at the
same time as the medium of moving picture was beginning to
be put into practical use.

It was in 1920 when “Shochiku Kinema” was established
and the history of “Shochiku and cinema” was launched. The
second major production company following Nikkatsu,
Shochiku emulated Hollywood and introduced an advanced
production system to Japan. Together with the reformative
movements of drama films at the time, Shochiku was
instrumental in driving Japanese cinema away from the realm
heavily influenced by traditional performing arts such as
kabuki, and guiding it into the new stage.

Throughout its history of over 80 years that covers the
eras of silent films, talkie films, and then color films, Shochiku
has continued to be in the forefront of Japanese cinema by
introducing numerous technological innovations and by
producing a number of masterpieces. This exhibition aims to
showcase such history with posters and photographs from the
collection of the National Film Center as well as other non-film
materials borrowed from Shochiku and other museums. It is
our hope that this exhibition and the ongoing screening
program, “A Quest of Shochiku Films in the 1960s and 1970s,”
will give the viewers the opportunity to come in contact with
important part of Japanese film heritage.
